Existing law establishes the Commission on Peace Officer
Sandards and Training and charges it with various duties in
connection with training law enforcement personnel. Among other
things, existing law requires police officers and deputy sheriffs who
are assigned field or investigative duties to complete an elder abuse
training course certified by the commission.

This bill would require the Commission on Peace Officer Standards
and Training to evaluate the need for including information in the
coroners’ death investigation course regarding death from terminal
illness, encompassing patients under the care of licensed hospice
care.
