An act to amend Sections 18602 and 18613 of the Business and
Professions Code, relating to the State Athletic Commission.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 247, as introduced, Figueroa. State Athletic Commission.

Existing law, the Boxing Act, creates the State Athletic Commission
and makes it responsible for licensing and regulating boxing,
kickboxing, and martial arts matches. Under existing law, the
commission is required to appoint an executive officer who performs
specified duties. Existing law makes these provisions inoperative on
July 1, 2006, and repeals them on January 1, 2007.

This bill would instead make these provisions inoperative and
repealed on unspecified dates.

Vote: majority. Appropriation: no. Fiscal committee: yes.
State-mandated local program: no.

The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

1 SECTION 1. Section 18602 of the Business and Professions
2 Code is amended to read:

3 18602. Except as provided in this section, there is in the
4 Department of Consumer Affairs the State Athletic Commission,
5 which consists of eight members. Six members shall be
6 appointed by the Governor, one member shall be appointed by
7 the Senate Rules Committee, and one member shall be appointed
8 by the Speaker of the Assembly.
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The members of the commission appointed by the Governor
are subject to confirmation by the Senate pursuant to Section
1322 of the Government Code.

No person who is licensed under this chapter as a promoter,
manager, or judge may be appointed or reappointed to, or serve
on, the commission.

Upon the first expiration of the term of a member appointed by
the Governor, the commission shall be reduced to seven
members. Notwithstanding any provision of law, the term of that
member shall not be extended for any reason.

This section shall become inoperative on—July—1-2606
and as of Januwary 52007 |, is repealed, unless a later enacted
statute, which becomes operatlve on or beforeJantary—+-2607
__, deletes or extends the dates on which it becomes
inoperative and is repealed. The repeal of this section renders the
commission subject to the review required by Division 1.2
(commencing with Section 473).

SEC. 2. Section 18613 of the Business and Professions Code
is amended to read:

18613. The commission shall appoint an executive officer and
fix his or her compensation. The executive officer shall carry out
the duties prescribed by this chapter and additional duties as may
be delegated by the commission. The commission may employ in
accordance with Section 154 other personnel as may be
necessary for the administration of this chapter.

This section shall become inoperative on—Jaly—1-2666
