LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

AB 2028, as introduced, Solorio. Fair employment: peace officers:
background investigation.

Existing law, the Fair Employment and Housing Act, requires an
employer to evaluate al relevant nonmedical and nonpsychological
information with respect to an applicant that it reasonably could have
obtained and analyzed before giving aconditional offer of employment.

This bill would notwithstanding existing law, allow a required
background investigation into good moral character including
investigation into nonmedical and nonpsychological information, to be
performed after aconditional offer of employment to be apeace officer,
to the extent not prohibited by federal law.

SECTION 1. Section 12940.2 is added to the Government
Code, to read:
