AB 1271, as amended, Bonta. School safety plans: pupil mental
health care: violent acts. care.

Existing law provides that school districts and county offices of
education are responsible for the overall development of a
comprehensive school safety plan for each of their constituent schools.
Existing law requires the schoolsite council of a school to write and
develop the comprehensive school safety plan relevant to the needs and
resources of the particular school. Existing law requires schools to
forward copies of their comprehensive school safety plans to the school
district or county office of education for approval. Existing law
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encourages comprehensive school safety plans, as they are reviewed
and updated, to include clear guidelines for the roles and responsibilities
of certain parties with school-related health and safety responsibilities
and authorizes the inclusion in these plans of primary strategies for
specified purposes.

This bill would require those guidelines to include protocols to address
the mental health care of pupils who have witnessed a violent act at
any time, as specified.
