The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

SECHON-1+-—Section-351isaddedto-the-Welfare and

SECTION 1. Section 667.73 is added to the Penal
Code, to read:

667.73. (a) Any person guilty of a third conviction of
any of the following offenses shall be punished by
chemical castration, in addition to any other punishment
prescribed by those provisions or any other provision of
law:

(1) Subdivision (c) of Section 286.

(2) Section 288.

(3) Subdivision (b) or (c) of Section 288a.

(4) Subdivision (j) of Section 289.

(b) The person shall be chemically castrated one week
prior to his or her release from confinement in the state
prison or other institution and shall continue chemical
castration treatments until a panel of experts deems it no
longer necessary.

(c) The person may choose permanent, surgical
castration in lieu of chemical castration pursuant to this
section.
