An act to add Section 1940.8 to the Civil Code, relating to
landlords.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL'S DIGEST

SB 2143, as introduced, Bowen. Landlords: notice of pest
control.

Existing law requires a registered structural pest control
company to provide a specified written warning notice to the
owner, owner’s agent, and tenant of the premises where pest
control work is to be done. Existing law provides that in cases
involving a contract for periodic pest control service, the
notice is only required to be provided at the time of initial
treatment.

This bill would require the landlord of a residential dwelling
unit to provide each new tenant that occupies the unit with
a copy of the notice provided by a registered structural pest
control company pursuant to these provisions if a contract for
periodic pest control service has been executed.

The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 1940.8 is added to the Civil Code,
to read:

1940.8. A landlord of a residential dwelling unit shall
provide each new tenant that occupies the unit with a
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copy of the notice provided by a registered structural pest
control company pursuant to Section 8538 of the Business
and Professions Code, if a contract for periodic pest
control service has been executed.
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
